PARIS DATA SUBMISSION

Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) provides computer services for the Administration for Children and Families (ACF) specifically for the PARIS project.  Our mainframe physically resides off-site at the Naval PostGraduate School (NPS) in Monterey, California.  DMDC resides in Seaside, California.

CONNECT:DIRECT
Connect:Direct (C:D) is a file transfer software similar to FTP.  The Social Security Administration has purchased the software and the appropriate licenses for most of the State agencies to ease the file transfers between SSA and the various states.  The data transfer occurs over dedicated lines, and thus provides some security.  We suggest that you contact your systems personnel to determine if C:D is an option for your PARIS submission.

Although DMDC accepts data submissions on various mediums, PARIS is striving towards Connect:Direct (C:D) being the primary medium to transmit files.  Attached is a form that has DMDC C:D information for your state and has a section for your state to provide C:D information to DMDC.  Each state (with the exception of the states that currently have C:D issues with SSA) is to complete the form so DMDC will have the correct C:D information on file.  Please return the form to hayneskk@osd.pentagon.mil.  Once the form is received each state is encouraged to set-up testing with DMDC. NPS’s system staff is responsible for the VTAM/Connect:Direct set-up, so there are occasions when the system staff at NPS may initially be involved in the data submission process with a respective state.

Regarding the C:D form, for clarification, in the C:D UserID slot you’ll see THREE UserIDs (x4367, CC36, and CC11).  Please set up all three so any of these accounts can send your files.

CARTRIDGE

Until C:D is set-up with your state, the most popular way to submit your data file is on either 3480 or 3490 IBM standard label mainframe cartridges in EBCIDIC format.  If you send a 3490 cartridge, please indicate “3490” *clearly* (like on a yellow sticky) on the transmittal.  Our tape library labels cartridges as 3480 unless it is otherwise indicated.

Please note the address label.  Although ACF is listed as the addressee, Mr. Graboyes will forward the tapes to DMDC.  Please send the cartridges via Federal Express or some equivalent.  DMDC will return the state output on a 3480 cartridge via Mr. Graboyes.

RECORD FORMATS 

There are the Interstate, VA, and Federal input and output record formats.  Please note you submit only ONE data file (STATE_INPUT.DOC).  This State file is used for all matches.  The VA input (VET_INPUT.DOC) shows the VA submission data elements and the code listings.

In the Interstate match, instead of appending the matching state record to the submitting state record at position 317, the matching state record is a new record starting at position 1.  Every record has a 316 LRECL.  The states use the State Name field at positions 55-69 to determine the state identity of any given record.  In the VA match, the VA information is appended to the first 142 bytes of the state information.   

Please insure that your files have unique SSNs.  Our program will retain the first record, but will drop all subsequent records containing a duplicate SSN.

PARIS FILE SCHEDULE

PARIS matches will take place in February, May, August and November of each year.   At a minimum, each participating state is expected to participate in the AUGUST interstate match.  Each state may choose to participate or not in each of the other 3 quarterly matches.

Files must be received at DMDC by the 20th of the match month to be included in that match.   If the 20th falls on a weekend or holiday the file is due to DMDC the first workday after the 20th.  The board will send out a notice at the beginning of the month of when the submission is due (i.e. a due date notice will be sent out at the beginning of August when the August submission is due).
